Abstract: Abstract in English is a brief accurate summary of the content of the article (up to 500 characters), including basic factual information and conclusions of the work, and is designed for a wide range of readers.
Keywords: no more than five key concepts or phrases, nominative, singular, lowercase letters, separated by commas.
The design of the text of the article
The article is typed in text editor Microsoft Word (at least 2000), headset Times New Roman, font size 14, half interval. The indices of the Superscript and subscript need to raise up or lower down, respectively, instead of typing in a string.
All abbreviations, acronyms, and conditional value decrypted in the text. For example: southern Federal University (hereafter SFU). Names of foreign companies and organizations are given in the original spelling with the country. For example: Nanotech Industries, INC (USA, California).

Formulas
Formulas are typed by a combination of a font and the Symbol font (except for fractions, sums, square root) in Microsoft Equation 3.0 (equation Editor in Microsoft Word).

It's not allowed to apply formulas, which were made in the form of drawings. Transcript of the lettering of the equations in the text must be executed in a text editor. It is not allowed to decoding formulas in the formula editor. In formulas and names of chemical elements should be underlined in pencil in capital letters on the bottom two lines, and lower the two on top. Greek letters should be underlined in red pencil, vectors in bold blue bottom one line (without an arrow above the letter).

Latin characters in formulas, and symbols (as in the text and figures) should be typed in italics. It should be numbered only those formulas and equations which have reference in the presentation. For example, the following formula for the calculation of residual stress for flat sample and its numbering:
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 ( tension in a layer at the time of his exposure (the measured tension); b – sample thickness; x – the current coordinate.
The reference to a formula (1) in the text of article is given in parentheses.
Tables

  Numeric data must be presented in a table. Each table should have a number and title. The numbering of the tables is continuous.
The abbreviations in the tables are not allowed with the exception of units of measurement. Tables are provided in Word format and should be no more than 16 cm horizontally and can be continued.

Tables are part of the text and should not be created as graphical objects (example of correct formatting is table No. 1).

Illustrations

Illustrative materials (pictures, drawings, schemes etc.) are carried out by means of graphic editors and inserted into the text on the statement course.

Pictures in Microsoft Word are allowed only in the form of the grouped object. Illustrations have to be executed so that all points and curves were visible and haven't joined at reduction. The number of pictures has to be minimum and proportional to article volume. The size of an illustration has to be optimum and placed in the text of article as Word object.

All letter and number designations, given on drawings are explained in the main text or the caption signature. The signature to the drawing begins with the word "Fig." and number one after another, further the name, the signature settles down from below, alignment: on the center, for the reference in the text of article to the figure 1 it is necessary to use reduction (fig. 1). For example: in fig. 1 the scheme for determination of height of falling of the center of gravity is shown.

Execution of the list of references

The list of references is provided in the end of article under the heading "Literature" and the bibliographic reference is arranged according to GOST P 7.0.5-2008 ". General requirements and rules of creation".
References to literature are made out in square brackets, at the end of article – the bibliography.

Below the example of execution of the list of references is given.
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Data of authors: Name, surname, academic degree, academic rank (full, no abbreviations); the workplace (full and abbreviated name) postal address for correspondence; e-mail address of each author.
Additional information:

• The content of the articles must match the topic of the journal, its scientific and technical level and be of interest to a wide circle of specialists.

• Articles can be review, discussion, etc., brief communications, letters to the editor, information about conferences, meetings, seminars, exhibitions, reports about new books and reviews on them. 

• The examination certificate and an official letter from the institution where the work was performed, signed by management and with an official stamp must be attached to the articles.

• All content available in two versions: electronic and printed or sent by e-mail: vbokarev@mikron.ru. Files should be in Word format and fully comply with the paper copy.

The editorial Board reserves the right to reject articles that do not meet these requirements.
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
